condition 
JOBSEEKERS 
Newstart Allowance - for people aged 21 or 
over and under Age Pension age who are 
unemployed and registered with Centrelink. 
They must be an Australian resident in Australia 
and satisfy the Activity Test. People under 50 
are required to enter into and comply with a 
Preparing for Work Agreement. People aged 50

YOUNG PEOPLE & STUDENTS

rental market and pay rent above a set threshold 
based on their family circumstances. To be 
eligible, a person must be receiving income 
support or Family Tax Benefit 

Pharmaceutical Allowance - provides financial 

assistance to help purchase prescription

Widow Allowance - to ensure an adequate level 
of income for women over 50 years of age who 
become widowed, divorced or separated since 
turning 40 years of age, who have no recent 
workforce experience and are Australian residents 
Special Benefit - to provide assistance to eligible 
people in severe financial need due to 
circumstances outside their control, special 
Benefit is a discretionary payment 
Disaster Relief Payment - to provide short-term 
financial assistance to victims of a major or 
widespread disaster: Disaster Relief Payment can 
only be paid where the Minister for Family & 
Community Services has declared that a disaster 
is a major disaster for the purposes of the Social 
Security Act 1991 
Crisis Payment - to help people in severe 
financial hardship who have been forced to leave 
their home because of extreme circumstances 
such as domestic violence or their house burning 
down; or for released prisoners who have served 
at least 14 days in gaol   
CONCESSION CARDS   
Pensioner Concession Card - is issued annually 
to pensioners, people receiving Mature Age 
Allowance and Mature Age Partner Allowance and 
Carer Payment, and people aged over 60 who 
have been continuously in receipt of one (or a 
combination) of the following payments for more 
than 39 weeks: Newstart Allowance, Sickness 
Allowance, Widow Allowance, Partner Allowance, 
Parenting Payment or Special Benefit 
Health Care Card - is issued regularly to people 
receiving most other payments from Centrelink.
